On 28-30 March, the curriculum development 

group of the Regional Learning Community met 

in Bangkok to work on the regional curriculum 

on violence prevention and gender justice 

promotion. This meeting was strategically held 

after two members of the curriculum 

development group participated in an 18-day 

training of the South Asian Network to Address 

Masculinities, a collective learning network in 

the South Asian region. Lessons learned were 

brought back to the process in ESEA. 

 

Participants from Cambodia, Indonesia, Laos, 

Mongolia, Philippines, and Viet Nam took part 

in the Bangkok meeting. The group 

brainstormed on the process of developing the 

regional learning curriculum.  The process of 

developing content for the foundational 

knowledge part of the curriculum is currently 

underway.

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Study programme on GBV and masculinities engages young leaders in South Asia 
 

A group of young NGO activists from South Asia 

recently took part in an 18-day study 

programme in Nepal aimed at developing 

understanding on the political, social and 

cultural aspects of masculinities in relation to 

gender justice. The study programme was 

conducted by the South Asian Network to 

Address Masculinities (SANAM), with support 

from Partners for Prevention, and is part of 

{!b!aΩǎ  Capacity Development Initiative in 

South Asia project.  

 

The study programme was conducted 1-18 

February in Nepal.  Thirty people from various 

backgrounds of work and research on issues 

related to gender equality and masculinities 

from four countries in South Asia (Bangladesh, 

India, Nepal, Pakistan), along with one each 

from Sri Lanka, Indonesia and Philippines 

(totaling 33) participated in the study 

programme. Prominent experts from South Asia 

took part as resource persons.  

The study programme used a training 

curriculum developed by SANAM that explores 

seven sub-themes:  Conflict and Violence; Self 

and Gender;  Patriarchy, Masculinities and 

Sexuality; Globalisation, Development and 

Masculinities; Customs, Religion and 

Masculinities; Media and Masculinities; and 

Institutions and Masculinities.  

Participants agreed that as the second step of 

the programme they will develop ideas for 

individual projects on the national or local level 

based on the framework developed by the 

facilitators. A seven-day refresher workshop will 

also take place in July for the same 33 

participants of the study programme that took 

place in February. The participants will present 

and defend their national/local projects. The 

upcoming workshop will also focus on forging a 

connection between knowledge generation and 

the practical aspects of developing 

interventions on working with boys and men in 

GBV prevention programmes, using the 

masculinity lens. This will be crucial in shaping 

and developing context specific tools, skills and 

confidence that will contribute to further 

generate interventions regarding GBV at the 

country level. The participants will work in close 

coordination with national networks and 

mentors under the overall supervision of 

SANAM towards developing and implementing 

their projects.  Materials developed for the 

study programme are available at 

www.engagingmen.net/networks/sanam .

MUST BOL ς a youth-led campaign against GBV in India uses social media for social change 

Must Bol is a call to young people to examine 

violence in their lives and speak out against it. 

The campaign is targeting youth in Delhi who 

are active and potential social media users, and 

uses creative media to generate thought-

provoking discussions on gender and 

violence. The campaign has taken up issues of 

relevance to the inner circle of ȅƻǳƴƎ ǇŜƻǇƭŜΩǎ 

lives - self, body, family, peers, intimate 

relationships  and workplace. 

'In our engagement with young people we have 
witnessed how gender affects so many aspects 
of young people's lives and yet remains largely 
unquestioned. Violence emerging from gender 
goes largely unrecognised and routinised in 
many ways and even celebrated at times. There 
is great need for intervention and support, for 
placing gender in perspective and creating 
avenues for dialogue and discussion,' said Rama 
Rao of CYC, the organization leading the 
campaign, 'What is happening through this 
campaign is frank and open sharing of 
experiences and discussion about issues and 
solutions and action for change.' 

Through an open call for enrollment to become 
part of a core group leading the campaign, 22 
young people from diverse backgrounds and 
education emerged 
(see www.mustbol.in/campaigners). 

The campaign is using a strategy that includes 
leveraging social media as a key venue for social 
interactions among young people, men and 
women as a space to talk, share and discuss. 
The campaign is also using video, photographs, 
and comics to engage young people. 
Furthermore, the campaign is engaging with 
young people on college campuses during 
festivals and special events, using creative 
activities to promote sharing and discussions, 
and reaching out to young people in spaces 
they come together like cafes, marketplaces 
and communities. 

So far, Must Bol has reached over 5000 people 
through social media platforms, and has over 
2500 members. There have been over 500,000 
page views of the various discussions that are 
part of campaign activities. Offline, the 
campaign has directly reached over 2000 young 
people.

The issue of male involvement in 

addressing discrimination and violence against 

women and girls has only started to receive 

attention in China in recent years, with 

interventions and research on engaging men to 

end VAW primarily limited to White Ribbon events.  

 

as a baseline to monitor campaigns and 

initiatives to address men and boysΩ attitudes 

and behaviours towards masculinity, gender 

equality, sexuality and VAW.  

The survey was undertaken by a research team 

in China in collaboration with UNFPA China, and 

with support from the All China ²ƻƳŜƴΩǎ 

Federation.  The survey methodology was based 

on the Partners for Prevention regional GBV 

Prevention and Masculinities Research Project 

and adapted to the Chinese context. Men and 

women ages 18 to 49 years, who were 

randomly selected as a representative sample in 

the study sites, were interviewed. The sample 

size for the quantitative study was 1500 men 

and 1500 women. 

From 4-10 May, a training workshop was held 

for the data collection teams involved in the 

survey. Thirty-one interviewers, six supervisors 

and seven assistant supervisors completed the 

training.  

The China Research Team, led by participants 

from Tianjin Normal University , Beijing Forestry 

University and the China Women's University, 

conducted training on interviewing techniques, 

gender sensitisation and masculinities. Partners 

for Prevention advisors helped train the 

interviewers and supervisors on sampling, 

teamwork, quality control, ethics and safety 

measures. Partners for Prevention also 

provided training and technical assistance on 

the use of PDAs (palmtop computers).   

After two days of pilot testing, data collection 

began on 14 May and concluded on 27 May. 

Partners for Prevention and UNFPA China also 

visited the data collection in progress and 

observed the innovative ways that the regional 

research standards were adapted and applied in 

the Chinese context.

Asia-Pacific Parliamentarian Roundtable on ending GBV 
On 9 May, Partners for Prevention  took part in the Australian Parliamentary Group on Population and 
Development (PGPD) Roundtable on ending GBV in the Asia-Pacific region in Canberra, Australia. The 
Roundtable brought together a variety of key stakeholders, including parliamentarians, experts and civil 
society/non-government organization representatives. Partners for Prevention gave a presentation and 
helped draft a communiqué on VAW which was disseminated by the participating Parliamentarians.  

International Rescue Committee (IRC) GBV Prevention Workshop in Mae Hong Son, Thailand  
On 2-3 June, Partners for Prevention took part in an IRC Workshop in Mae Hong Son, Thailand to help 
strategise the IRC GBV prevention programme being implemented in Mae Hong Son. Since 2004, the IRC 
has been working in two refugee camps in Mae Hong Son Province to support and strengthen 
community-based efforts to respond to and prevent violence against women and girls. The Programme 
works with the refugee community to establish and manage a referral system for violence survivors, as 
well as develop approaches to prevent violence in the community. The workshop brought ǿƻƳŜƴΩǎ ŀƴŘ 
ƳŜƴΩǎ ƎǊƻǳǇǎ that engage in the IRC primary prevention initiative together to reflect on their work, 
deepen their understanding on primary prevention, and conduct dialogues about partnership and 
collaborations among participating groups.
